The term of Chief Magistrate Judge John J. O’Sullivan 

will expire upon his retirement effective January 7, 2022, and Magistrate Judge Edwin G. Torres is 

next in line of seniority.   Accordingly, it is 

ORDERED that Magistrate Judge Edwin G. Torres is hereby appointed as Chief Magistrate 

Judge.  IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Magistrate Judge Torres’s appointment as Chief 

Magistrate Judge shall be for a three-year term effective the date of Magistrate Judge O’Sullivan’s 

retirement on this day, January 7, 2022.
